This 
year, 180 top international galleries will be represented in gal-
lery-like suites on the newly renovated 12th floor of the Mer-
chandise Mart. Also run by Merchandise Mart are the concur-
rent International Antiques Fair and NEXT. As usual, 
these major fairs will be flanked by the Intuit Art Show and The 
Artist Project, which showcase folk/outsider art and ultra-
contemporary work, respectively.
